Dear Parishioners, 
 
Jesus is risen, alleluia!  Happy Easter! 
 
The resurrection of Christ was first and unique. No, it was not an aberration, but a purposeful 
loving plan of God. Heaven and earth became new.  Man and woman do not simply exist; they 
begin to live. The followers of Jesus are more than just a crowd; they are called a church.  It 
gave significance and meaning to life . . . that there is more after this life, much more. 
 
The resurrection of Christ illuminated the grave and the gravestone.  Because of it the grave was 
made hollow and the gravestone was rolled away.  Jesus reminded us of this at the burial site of 
Lazarus when He says, “Roll away the stone” (Jn11:39) and unbind him and let him go 
(Jn11:44). There is nothing final about death anymore.  Death does not end life, but a byway into 
eternity. The resuscitation of Lazarus, after being dead for four days, was a reminder to us of this 
promise, and the resurrection of Jesus was proof to us. 
 
The empty grave and the rolled gravestone showed us life; eternal life that is.  The Lord Jesus 
has indeed risen from the dead.
