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ST. DOMITIAN
May 7 - Bishop

Domitian was a native of Gaul during the sixth century. Following ordination, he was elected Bishop
of Tongres, but eventually he moved his episcopal See to Maastricht.

During the Synod of Orleans in 549, Domitian was a notable participant, particularly in the convincing
arguments he was able to develop against heretics. Later he was very successful in his missionary
activities in the Meuse Valley.

Domitian converted many pagans and built several churches and hospices in his diocese. Moreover,
when the wealthy refused to share their abundance with the poor during a famine, he severely rebuked
them and they responded to his entreaties to help the poor. He died around 560, and his relics are
venerated at Huy.

REFELECTION: The Church in sixth-century France had much to contend with as she grew and
developed. Under the leadership of holy men like Domitian, she was well rooted. He was zealour in
defending the Faith, while at the same time providing places of worship and institutions for the needy, and
he went out of his wat to remind the fortunate of the Gospel requirements to help those less blessed with
material goods.

PRAYER: Lord God, Your servant St. Domitian worked zealously for the establishment of the Church in his
native land. May we be fires with his example to bring Your Word to our native people and constantly reached out
to the poor. This we ask through Christ our Lord. Amen
